when taking tests rather 

than Internet Explorer, 

Safari, or other browsers. 

  

 Before starting 

your quiz or test, it is im-

portant to follow a few 

guidelines to ensure that 

you will not experience 

technical problems that 

might cause your assess-

ment to òlock.ó 

 

Close all windows on the 

computer and then 

launch a new window to 

log in to Blackboard. 

  

Click on the maximize 

icon in the upper right 

corner of the screen. Util-

izing your entire com-

puter screen for Black-

board helps eliminate 

accidental clicking on 

something other than the 

test.  

 

Close other applications 

before taking the quiz/

test (including chat pro-

grams). No other browser 

windows or applications 

should be running on 

your computer while tak-

ing a quiz/test.  

 

After opening the test, 

scroll to the bottom of 

the page to be sure the 

save and submit but-

tons are available.  

 

Do not use any of the 

browser navigation but-

tons (i.e. Back, For-

ward, Home, etc.) dur-

ing the quiz/test. Use 

only the buttons in the 

quiz itself. Do not click 

the Refresh or Reload 

buttons in your browser 

while taking the quiz/

test. 

 

Do not click on buttons 

in the Blackboard navi-

gation while taking a 

quiz/test.  

 

Before starting your 

quiz/test, read the in-

structions. Some tests 

may be timed, some 

may not. Some tests 

may allow multiple at-

tempts, some may not.  

 

Do not leave the as-

sessment page without 

completing the assess-

ment and clicking the 

òSave and Submitó but-

ton at the end (if it is a 

forced completion test). 

  

Only click òSave and 

Submitó AFTER you 

have completed the 

exam. 

 

If you are only able to 

answer one question at 

a time (questions ap-

pear on separate 

pages), make sure you 

only single-click the 

òNextó button to move 

forward. 

 

Do not try to print your 

quiz/test. 

 

 If you are locked 

out of your quiz/test, you 

must contact your in-

structor for assistance. If 

you have a dialup con-

nection or frequently ex-

perience problems when 

taking a quiz/test in 

Blackboard, consider us-

ing a computer on the 

Person or Caswell cam-

pus to complete your as-

signments.  

 

 Several instruc-

tors use Pearson labs for 

testing and course as-

signments. If you are ex-

periencing a problem ac-

cessing your lab or com-

pleting an assignment, 

contact your instructor or 

the technical support 

number for Pearson 

Labs.
